EMERGENCY PROCEDURES FOR SERIOUS INURIES / ACCIDENTS

· Act swiftly but stay calm
· Assess the situation are there any dangers to yourself or the injured person
· Listen to the injured person, reassure them and try to keep them calm and stop them going into shock.
· Alert the first aider who should take the appropriate measures for the injury and should aid the injured person with minor injuries.
· In the event of a serious injury then the emergency services are called, this should be done by another person, not the first aider who should stay with the injured person.
· A person with major injuries should not be moved but should be reassured until the emergency services arrive.
· Make sure that the rest of the group are adequately supervised and that they are aware of what needs to be done.
·  Contact the injured person parents/guardians.
· The incident and accident forms should be filled in and kept as a record of the injury.
· The incident to be recorded in the East Grinstead Sports Club Accident Report Book located in the Club reception.
